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While the Commission finds no reason to hold the police liable
for the death of Hemant Nayak, it is established prima facie that
Hemant Nayak and the other three boys were illegally deprived of
liherty. The next of kin of Hemant Nayak and the other three boys
deserved bhe compensated for illegal detention. A notice be,
therefore, issued to the Govt. of Odisha requiring it to show cause
why monetary relief of Rs.50,000/- each be notf recommended to be
paid to Pabitra Nayak, Satya @ Munda Nayak, Somanath @ Sonu
Swain and the next of kin of deceased Heman Nayak. Chief
Secretary, Government of Odisha shall submijt reply to the show
cause notice within six weeks.”

NOW THEREFORE you are hereby called upon to show cause, if any, by
21.09.2015 as to why monetary relief of Rs. 50,000/- each be not recommended
to be paid to Pabitra Nayak, Satya @ Munda Nayak, Somanath @ Sonu Swain
and the next of kin of deceased Heman Nayak.

TAKE FURTHER NOTICE that in defauit, the Commission may proceed
to take such action as it deems proper.
