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Vide its proceedings daled 12th Felruary, 2013, the Commission issued a notice to the Governmenl of Assam to show-
cause why adeguate compensatlon should not be provided te the MOK of the deceased Subida Reang and injured Jitendra
Reang. Subseguent Lo the abow, when ils was brought Lo the notice of the Commission, a further show-cause notice was
issued to the Governmenl of Tripura for granl of monelary relief to 1he NOK of the deceased in its proceedings dated 18th
Apnl, 2013. In response to the proceedings, the Conimission has received a8 communicalion dated 31st Juty, 2013, from
the Secrelary, Home Daparimant, Government of Trpura submilling thal Rambabu Reang, husband of the deceased Smi.,
Sabida Reang has been provided with a gpvemment job in the Education Department. He has also been provided with
financial assistance for tresument and also three monlths’ frea ration o the affected family. Newvertheless, there is no
response as to Lthe recommendation of the Commisslon for adequaie compensalion. In the absence of any such
responge, the Commission is of the considered view thal no response is available with the Government for awarding Lhe
compensation. Howaver, we give one more chance to the Government of Tripura to give response to the show-cause
nolice given by the Commission and recommends thal a sum of Rs. 5.00 lakis be paid to the NOK of Ihe deceased. As
far as the departmental aclion against the concemed officersistafl of the Forest Depaniment, the Commission need not
wail for finalizalion of the ciminal case. Hence, the Government of Tripura shall also reéspond (o the abowe and file a report |
as to lhe action taken against tha concerned employees by Ihe next adjourned date and report compliance of the abowe
recommendation. Lisl (he matter on 27th February, 2014,
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These proceedings shall be read in continuation of the garlier precsedings. The Commission recened an email complaint
from an NGO supposted with a news paper clipping alleging deail of 2 tribal woman and injury lo several others at
Amarpur, Tripura due to firing by a fores| guard, as published in Tripura Times, Agartala’ on 03/12/2011. Howewr, the
complainant has further written that he filed this complaint on the condition hal ks identity be hidden. Vide proceedings
dated 16/3/12, the Commission considered the repont from the Director General of Police, Tripura anclesing an enquiry
report of SP(DIB), Gomall Blslrict Udaipur, which ravaals that on 2/12/201 two loresters and six armed fores! guards
detained wo Milagers for illegal tree lelling and smuggling. After hearing about this, 30/35 wllagers of Matrangibari
assembled and hegan to press for their releasa. During allarcations, the forest parly opened fire and as a resull a woman
died on lhe spat and another dilager susialned fire-arm injuries. According to the report the finng on unarmed innocent
local villagers was not justified. A Birganj PS case no. 92/2011 ufs 302/326/34 IPC agalnst forest officials is pending
investigation. DM, Gomati District and SP, South District Tripura were asked to send the magisterial enguiry report,
inquest report, postmortem report and outcome of the investigalion of lie case. In response to Lhe directions daled
16/03/2012, the Commission has received a report dated 29/04/2612 from District tagistrale & Colleclor, Gamat Distncl,
Udaipur, Tripura enclosing the requisile magisierial enqguiry repord, 1he inquest and the postmaortam raporl. The
Commission has also received a repont daled 22/06/2012 from the Daputy Secretary, Gowarmment of Tnpura winch
mentions that the gffer of appointment 1o the post of Group-D (Class-V) on fixed pay under special ground has heen given
to Shn Rambabu Reang husband of LU Sabida Reang. ro village Matringbari, Amarpur. $1i Raju Bhaltacharjee forester
and Md. Amir Hussain, forest guards are under suspenslon w.e.f 24/12/2011 and 02/12/2011 respectively and a
disciplinary proceeding 1s contemplaled against them. The Commission has considered the malerial placed on record,
The matler relales lo death of a wiba! woman when {he forest party opened fire on 2/12141.
